Petr Hliza is an internationally established creator of utilitarian and artistic por-
celain c s. His interest in porcelain is not on rofessional — he is an
and lover of what porcelain represents. Hliza continues the tradition of his ma-
terial and craft, masterfully innovating it with dedication and respect for toc
user. He has created a significant fresh style combining classical techniques w
th cation of new media. Mugs, plates, bowls, candle holders, vases, jars,
brooches — each elegant design piece is made by hand with perfect craftsman-
ship. Simplicity, elegance, rationality and honest workmanship represent desig
a clear purpose and function. The porcelain print is composed of ple
ar motifs, from simple polka dots to unique décor inspired by
s. The conceptual dimension to the pieces includes textual p
statements that comment, encourage reflection, sometimes ask impudent
questions, reminding us of the artist's long-standing interest in small forms of
communication. Petr Hliza creates personalised porcelain which in various forms
has a personal dimension both for the artist himself, where we can observe self-
portrait and autobiographical elements, and of course also for users with de-

mands for a stylish declamation of a personal attitude or current state.

The artist also places great emphasis on visual communication and
a specific lifestyle presentation of his work: the square photographs are perfect
pictorial studies. The delicate and simultaneously refined still lifes with Htza’s
brand of porcelain stylishly and casually instruct us how to enjoy the here and
now, how to celebrate everything worthwhile. Ideally every day
an extraordinary sense for remarkable things, such as blue skies, the flavours of
life, and also a refined sense for what porcelain fulfils in the most basic sense of
the word, namely content, details, colours, textures and delicious compositions.
Since ancient times, humans have had a warm relationship with the vessels that
accompany them through the ordinary and festive moments of their lives. In the
past, porcelain itself was a luxury item and a privilege of the wealthy, but many
decades later it has become a very common part of dining. Today, few people can
appreciate the qualities of an original piece that is not just a mass-produced and
cheap commodity, but a popular companion for pleasant moments with coffee,
tea, sparkling wine, dessert or a bouquet of flowers. Small porcelain objects, seem-
ingly ordinary things that accompany us through exceptional times in our daily

life, represent a private dolce vita and delicate moments of personal j
